Welcome:

Marion welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Marion confirmed that everyone had copies of the minutes of the last Fellowship meeting

(11th March 2010) and the last AGM (7th May 2009).

Minutes of meeting – 11th March 2010:

Marion confirmed that the Guides do want the aerial runway at Hillside on

Marion had recently attended the County Meeting where she was advised that the Fellowship would cease to exist under this name from our AGM and would now be referred to as the SAS.

Marion then confirmed that the aerial runway has been requested by the Guides for 12th June at Hillside and 10th July at Fontwell.

At the end of the meeting, Marion presented David and Liz with presents in thanks for their support.

Treasurer’s Report:

Copies of the scrutinised accounts to 31st March 2010 were circulated at the meeting.

David talked those present through the figures.

There was little difference in the figures from the previous year, the total in ’09 being £1,030 and in ’10 £1.060.

The figures were low on Subs. as there were outstanding sums to be paid.

David confirmed that the amounts were £16 for the over 60’s; £24 for the under 60’s and £2 for those members whose Groups paid their Subs.

Otherwise the accounts were very similar to last year.

The name of the accounts needed to be changed from Adur District Scout Fellowhip.

David was asked about Gift Aid and explained that this was tax relief from those members who had signed the Gift Aid declaration.

The Accounts were proposed by Tony Cook and seconded by Roger Tabrah.

Secretary’s Report:

Liz thanked those members who had stepped in to take and type up the minutes in her absences, for which she apologised!

She asked all those present to sign into the meeting.

Otherwise, there was nothing to report.

Marion and Vicki then explained about the Disaster Relief Shelter Boxes.

It had been previously agreed by the Fellowship to sponsor this charity.

It was also decided to donate the proceeds of the St. George’s Day Parade collection to this worthwhile cause.

The outcome of the above is that there is enough money to purchase two boxes.

Each box contains enough equipment and supplies to support 10 people over 6 months in a disaster struck region. Each box is numbered and is tracked, so that donors know exactly where they have been dispatched and can follow it’s progress.

Nominations and Elections:

Marion then handed over to Vicki as District Commissioner under the new SAS rules to nominate the new Manager.

Vicki proposed Geoff Tabrah as the new Manager with immediate effect.

(Marion had already given notice to discontinue in office at the last AGM)

Treasurer – David does not wish to continue indefinitely in this post.

Vicki asked for nominations from the floor. There were none.

In view of this, David agreed to stay in post temporarily until a replacement can be found.

Secretary – Liz was willing to serve again, with the proviso that she will not always be available to attend every meeting. 

She would be willing to complete and circulate any notes which would need to be taken in her absence.

Vicki then thanked all for the work done in the District.

She also thanked Marion and Alan for their help with the Jamboree selection.

Nomination of this year’s Charity:

7 Scouts had been selected to attend the Jamboree. 

Each needs to raise £1,800 for the event.

It was agreed that the SAS would support them and chose this as their given charity.

All present agreed.

Any Other Business:

Marion said that her nephew had painted a picture which was on display at the meeting.

A Dutch auction was being held for this and the proceeds would go to the above charitable cause.

Those present were invited to place bids and the envelope would be opened at the District AGM next week when the picture would go to the highest bidder.

As a guide, Marion said the materials have cost £20.

All present were asked if they wished to attend the Christmas Band Concert again this year. Joy was asked to purchase tickets for 2010.

Marion read out a postcard from Marion Parker. This had been sent to Lynda Spring from Australia. Marion will be returning home shortly.

Shirley asked if everyone wished to continue with the Birthday Book. Everyone agreed and she asked anyone who had not already done so to write their birthday details in this book. The SAS would then send each member a card on their day.

Geoff asked everyone to bring their diaries to the next meeting together with ideas on how to take the meetings forward.

Liz reminded those present that the next date was 8th July, which was usually held as a barbecue.

Joy volunteered to host this event in her garden.

Vicki then introduced a new member to the meeting. Shirley Hitchcock was welcomed.

Finally, David suggested that rather than SAS, our Group be named Adur Valley Scout Support. This was approved by Vicki, our District Commissioner.

The meeting closed at 8.35pm and was followed by a wine and cheese buffet.
